American Indians have
less knowledge of cancer

American Indians have
the highest kidney cancer
incidence and death rates
of any race/ethnicity.

75% of American Indians
do not live on federally
designated reservations,
limiting access to high-
quality cancer care.

The Association of Community Cancer Centers (ACCC)
collaborated with The Arizona Clinical Oncology Society

(TACOS) and The Center for Community Solutions to identify gaps
in cancer care service delivery and access for American Indians
living off reservations and outside of the Indian Health Service in
the state of Arizona.
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The 3, 2, 1, Go! Initiative looks to define
1 major gap in care that needs to be addressed,
2 recommendations to eliminate disparities in care, and
3 resources that may help to advance equitable cancer care.
